Detectors 

The Government has 

passed legislation that 

every rental, or house for 

sale, MUST have hard 

wired smoke alarms.  

This means the smoke 

alarms are wired into the 

electrical system and do not 

operate solely from 

batteries. 

These smoke alarms cannot 

be d isconnected or 

tampered with. 

All properties up for lease 

or sale will need to be fitted 

with these smoke detectors 

by October this year. 

Res idua l  Cur rency 

Devices (RCD) 

In addition every property 

needs to have 2 Residual 

Currency Devices (RCDôs) 

installed. 

These are the safety 

switches that turn off the 

electricity when a fault is 

found - saving lives and 

potential fires. 

If your house was built 

after 2001 it is most likely 

that RCD devices have 

been installed.  

As of August 9, all houses 

sold or up for lease must 

have RCDôs fitted. 

For existing tenants, the 

RCDôs need to be fitted by 

mid 2011. 

Penalties 

Penalties are expected to be 

imposed if these laws are 

not complied with. 

It is the ownerôs 

responsibility to ensure that 

these are fitted although 

Brooke Stone can assist.

New laws to protect your house 
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Do we ring the owner at any hour of 

the day to advise him of the problem 

or do we just say to the tenants ñBad 

luck! You will have to have no 

electricity (buy some candles) until 

Monday when the owner can get an 

electrician out to fix the problem 

without paying exorbitant penalty 

ratesò.

blown the main fuse.
