Why Set Goals? Because they help you 

focus on what you want ï rather than some 

ófluffyô idea which, at best, is vague.

Achievable; is the goals that you set will 

push you to achieve, but are not too far out 

of reach. Focus on things that you feel you 

can achieve and that you are motivated to 

work towards. 

Realistic; does not mean easy. Rather, it 

means that you can accomplish these goals 

by hard work - and it is a challenge to you. 

Timely; is making a deadline that you can 

meet. Each step towards the final goal 

requires a deadline that is possible but 

without stressing yourself.
